2008-09 WKHS Dance Guidelines and Expectations

Our goal in the implementation of these guidelines is the creation of a safe and fun environment in which our students can enjoy themselves in an appropriate and legal manner while on our campus.  Students that violate the following guidelines will be putting themselves and others at risk and if discovered, will face consequences as outlined below.

1) Students must arrive at any WKHS dance by the midway point of that event.  For a dance that runs from 8:00-11:00, students will not be admitted after 9:30.
2) For an Informal Dance, expectations are that the clothes worn that night will be similar to those worn to school, such as T-shirts & jeans.  For a Formal Dance, expectations are that the clothes worn that night will be formal attire – gowns. skirts, sports coats, suits, etc.  For all dances, student dress, behavior, and dance styles are to be in accordance with the WKHS Student/Parent/Staff Handbook and contribute to the creation of a safe environment.  Students arriving in attire that violates the school-day dress code will not be admitted.  
3) Students engaging in dangerous, disrespectful, or unsafe behavior will be subject to removal from the dance, suspension, expulsion and/or arrest, depending on the severity of the situation.

4) Ticket prices for dances will vary depending on the length and formality of the event.  Formal dances will offer tickets for sale during the week leading up to the dance.
5) All WKHS students must present their student ID or be recognized by a staff chaperone to be allowed entry to the dance.

6) Non-WKHS students attending our events are considered “Guests.”  Guests must also show a photo ID upon arrival.  All Guests for dances must be registered in the Co-Curricular Office by 3:00 p.m. on the last school day before the dance.  Only one Guest per WKHS student is allowed.  The guest’s home school may be contacted and we reserve the right to deny admission to Guests with a negative disciplinary record.  Non-registered Guests may be turned away.
7) Entry to all dances will be through the front doors only.  All coats, jackets, and purses must be checked and left in the coat check area while students are on the dance floor.

8) If bottled water is available for purchase, it must be consumed in a designated area and is not allowed on the dance floor.
9) All DJ’s hired for WKHS dances have agreed to only use songs that from a “clean-edit” list.  A dance song playlist may be determined by a committee made up of students and approved by the Activities Director in advance.  Songs with words or allusions in the lyrics that would be inappropriate in a classroom setting will not be played at the dances.  Students wishing to hear a specific song must submit the title, artist, and lyrics for approval to the Activities Director by 3:00 on the last school day before the dance.  Generally, requests will not be honored during the dance.  An exception to this policy may be allowed if the DJ has prepared a list of pre-screened, clean-edit songs for students to choose from.
10) The dance will be monitored by staff, administrators, parents, and police.  The parking lot will also be monitored, but WKHS will not be responsible for damage to or theft from vehicles.  Participants park at their own risk.

11) Once a student leaves the building, there will be no re-admittance to the dance.  If a situation arises in which a student must travel to and from a vehicle in the parking lot during the dance, s/he must be accompanied by a police officer or staff member.

13) Students determined to be in attendance while in violation of the WKHS Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug policies will be subject to arrest and removal to Downtown Columbus.

14) Students in violation of the ATOD policies that drove a motor vehicle to the dance will be subject to having that vehicle towed at the owner’s expense to an impound lot.
