Ohio’s Graduation Tests Administration 2018-19 Information

WHO: Individuals who need to complete OGT requirements in order to earn their diploma. Participants must present a
picture ID upon entering the testing room.

WHEN: OGT testing will be offered three times during the 2018-19 school year:
e Fall (October 29 and 30)
e Winter (January 28 and 29)
e Spring (May 6 and 7)

There will be two test sessions offered on each test day, 9:00 a.m. - 12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. - 4:00 p.m. Students may
participate in any test session, can take any subject test during any test session, and can take up to two tests per day.
Please note: Students using the Extended Time accommodation may participate in a.m. sessions only. Students
should arrive no later than 8:45 for the a.m. session and no later than 12:45 for the p.m. session.

WHERE: The OGT test administration will take place at the Worthington Education Center, 200 E. Wilson Bridge Rd.,
Worthington.
